A Compost
A Coir (or Canadian peat)
A Phosphorus!
ANative soil, a flivingo
- Easier to contain the berries (they wander)
- Easier on the joints

Starting with Strawberries - the Most Sensitive

A To Heat
- Plant on north or east side
- Mulch with pine needles or straw
-Dondt stress for water; drip
- Light shade cloth, if necessary
A To Alkaline soil i prepare with lots of organic matter
A To salt in soil
- Leach salts away (deep watering) ~ monthly
- Harvest rain water
- Infuse a little vinegar
A To Frost
-Rai sed beds next to house mig¢
- Row cover on freezing nights

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Strawberry Methods

APl ant on 12®ofapdlnt ers, ~ 1
- Mulch with organic mulch
A Established plants bloom mid to late March
- Cover with row cover on freezing nights
- Uncover during day for pollination
A Keep plants 2-4 years, then take them out
- Diseases build up by then
- Plant new in another location
- Cutting off runners gives larger berries (everbearers)
A Can also be grown on woven weed mats
with drip irrigation under mat
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With Drip Irrigation and a Weed Mat
One Might Need a Fertilizer Infusor

A Fertilize
1 Phosphorus (at roots) in early spring

1 Side dress with light nitrogen
after spring growth and in mid-summer

1 Compost cover in winter

Raspberries
Slightly More Tolerant than Strawberries

A Raspberries still need care:
- generous bed prep,
with compost and Canadian Peat or coir
- must have well-drained soil
- can be heat sensitive (everbearers more tolerant of heat)
-dondét stress for water

A Planting:
- Plant ~mid-March
+ Make trench 30 deep
+ Lay out the long roots along trench
+ Cover with dirt
(w + Shoots emergve within 3 or 4 weeks

A Last ~15 years

A Cane grows first summer, then
produces berries in second summer

A In fall, remove old (second summer) canes,
leave new canes, which will produce berries
the next summer

A One heavy crop in June or July, often lost to frost
i Bloom in March on full-sized canes
T Full sized canes are hard to protect from frost

A Need trellising; canes reach 4-6 6
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Primocane Raspberries !

A Primocanes are everbearers

- Bear on new wood, the same season they came up

- No frost damage because you cut back
all to 1 to 20 after
(mulch in winter)

- Tolerate our heat better

- Ripen August until frost

- Generally sweeter, redder
